MANAGER’S REPORT

ADMINISTRATIVE

Main Canal Modernization Project

The Army Corps of Engineers discharge permit that was to expire November 19
has been re-verified as per my request to the Corps; the nationwide 404 permit
program expires March 18, 2012 so as long as ground is broken at Crowley Gulch
prior to this date the permit will provide project coverage. Syblon Reid
Construction is reviewing the draft work agreement and we will be signing that
agreement soon. We are planning to break ground in March and construct a
bypass structure for the main canal flows during construction of the siphon.

Conjunctive Use Project

The thirty-day review period for the public draft Environmental Assessment has
been completed and I am working with our consultant to provide responses to
written comments. Comments were received from AquAlliance, Caltrans, and the
City of Anderson. This board will be asked to consider a Notice of Determination
for this document either in December or January.

California Water Series

The first event held last month went very well; we had four speakers who did a
terrific job of discussing water management from the local, regional, and
statewide level. We were almost at capacity with about 95 attendees. The second
event is next Wednesday, October 19 at 5 p.m. and the program topic is “Water:
Where Does It Come From and Where Should it Go.” Our featured speaker will
be Sandra Schubert, California Undersecretary of Food and Agriculture, and hors
d’oeuvres will be served following the program.




Shasta Community Services District and CVP water transfers

Last month this board approved a request from Shasta CSD to reduce its available
transfer water from 350 to 200 acre feet. Shasta CSD also informed us that they
would not exercise an option to extend a separate contract for 114 acre feet of
CVP water, but would allow that contract to expire, freeing up a total of 264 acre
feet of water.

This water is diverted by Shasta CSD at the Spring Creek Conduit, and I have
been asked by Centerville CSD about the possibility of retransferring the recently-
released water to their agency, which diverts nearby at the Whiskeytown Dam. 1
have initiated preliminary discussions with Reclamation about this proposal and
have found that it may be possible. On the other hand, if this water is returned to
ACID, 1 was told that approval of a new transfer proposal to an upstream diverter
would be very unlikely given the recent environmental constraints and cold water
pool concerns.

I am awaiting word from the Centerville Board of Directors regarding their
interest in this water.

CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE

Irrigation

Following 2% inches of rain, diversions were terminated on October 6. An
additional % of an inch fell on October 10. Reclamation has agreed to ramp down
river flows over the coming weekend to 6,000 cfs, allowing District staff to
remove the flashboards from the Sacramento River diversion dam beginning
Monday, October 17. Flows will return to approximately 8,000 cfs beginning
Thursday, and staff will continue with removal of the steel portion of the dam.

Below the Market Street bridge where the main canal enters the tunnel, there are
three large screwgates fitted with electric motors for raising and lowering the
gates. Sometime in the past two weeks wire thieves broke into the service boxes
and ripped out approximately twelve 500-foot-long strands of electrical wire;
about 6,000 feet of wire. They also damaged the steel boxes and broke one of
them from its concrete mounting. We don’t yet have an accurate damage estimate,
but our electrical contractor visited the site and estimated three to four days work
for three people, plus materials. Their cost for the wire alone is 23 cents per foot,
or about $1400. I think total damages will likely exceed $10,000; we filed a police
report and have alerted our insurance carrier.

Repairs
Randy Davis reported that the upper piped reach of Lateral 35, where it passes

under the railroad and Panorama Point Road, is leaking and needs replacement.
He is investigating the possibility of slip-lining the portion under the railroad, and
the remainder will be replaced. The total length is about 200 feet, with half of that
under the railroad.

The crew will continue to work on incidental repairs until removal of the dam is
complete. We will then schedule work on some of the larger projects, including
Lateral 35 and those detailed in the System Improvement and Priority list.
